Guidelines for Reviewing and Evaluating ASF Grant Applications 2007-08

· Student–centered project
· Enriches students’ education

· Engages students in interactive, hands-on experiences

· Involves at least one entire class or class-sized group of students 

· Evidence of good planning, grant project explained fully and clearly
· Evidence that project addresses school-wide goals; curriculum areas addressed clearly noted

· Engages community members, if appropriate

· Applicant is a teacher

· Does not exceed maximum grant amount ($500 single classroom, $1000 multi-classroom)

· No other district funding exists for project, or not enough to complete the project

· Grant application completed fully and correctly

· Budget clear and inclusive and supporting documents attached.

· Evaluation process simple and clear 

· PR opportunities clearly indicated with adequate time to make contacts

· Approved by the principal

Does not fund: 

· Transportation expenses 

· Staff development or staff positions

· Textbooks, textbook replacements, books that are typically used in everyday curriculum

· Food, unless it is used as an integral part of the grant activity.
· A project already completed or currently underway.

Considered only if it supports other engaging and enriching elements of the grant project:

· Computer hardware (or other major equipment) if directly involved in the grant project

· Computer software with direct, on-going engagement of students in the grant project.

Personnel Note: 

· In an effort to fund as many grants as possible, the grants committee will look closely at any abnormally high wages.  Many professionals will reduce their rates for school groups. For your guidance, the typical hourly wage on Impact Grants is approximately $20/hour.  This is not a limit, but a guideline.
